When not assisting other designers, he stays 
busy with his own foundry, Tulsey Type, which features his friendly, lively, and detailed designs 
for Latin and Cherokee.

Drama/Crime | 2h 23m

Toshiro Mifune stars as a wealthy industrialist whose family 

becomes the target of a ruthless kidnapper in Akira Kurosawa's 

exemplary film noir.

Entomologist Niki Jumpei (Eiji Okada) misses the last bus home 

when exploring for insects in a series of sand dunes, and is 

persuaded by local villagers to spend the night in a house at the 

bottom of the sandpit. An unnamed young widow (Kyôko 

Kishida) lives there alone, forced by the villagers to dig the sand 

that they sell to nearby cities for construction. Enslaved to dig 

sand alongside the widow, Niki plots his escape even as he 

adapts to his imprisonment.

Pale Flower (1963)

Drama/Crime | 1h 36m

Japanese gangster Muraki (Ryô Ikebe) is released from jail 

after a few years and finds both organized crime and the real 

world have moved on without him. Taking up with his old 

Yakuza crew, he spends his time in gambling dens, where he 

meets rich thrill seeker Saeko (Mariko Kaga). She's desperate 

to have a wild and seedy time in the underworld, which inter-

ests Muraki at first. However, he realizes that Saeko's destruc-

tive, hedonistic urges will likely mean the end for both of them.

Funeral Parade of Roses (1969)

Drama | 1h 45m

Set in the underground gay culture of 1960s Tokyo, a loose 

adaptation of Oedipus Rex in which a gay son kills his mother 

and sleeps with his father.

A Wife Confesses (1961)
